EXTENSION

This project involved a two storey extension to incorporate an enlarged kitchen and new master bedroom
at first floor and a new single storey structure forming a new dining area which replaces an existing
conservatory. A new double garage with a roof garden is constructed adjacent to the property.

The adopted design approach envisaged the two storey element matching the appearance of the existing
property, whilst the single storey structure is designed to stand in contrast to the existing building; reducing
the overall visual mass of the additions.

A section of full height glazing serving the new dining room allows views up towards a sloping tree lined
garden, whilst the over sailing roof affords solar shading.

EXTENSION

This project involved a two storey side extension linked to the existing property by a fully glazed link. The
existing small cottage is linked to the end of a listed terrace in the heart of the Dapps Hill conservation
area; although the cottage is not listed itself, any alterations were deemed to have an impact upon the
setting of the listed terrace.

The design approach conceived an extension which matched the surrounding context in visual terms;
however was detached from the host building, linked only by a lightweight glazed link which forms an
impressive entrance to the property, whilst maintaining the massing of the original listed terrace.
