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‘IN order to create this vivid and contemporary wet room - which was

a corridor-like void area - a good design and layout was essential.

Salter used Wedi boards throughout to create a 100 per cent
watertight area, ensuring that this wet room stands up well to the test
of time. He also chose compact, square-shaped sanitaryware, concealing
the toilet cistern behind the mirror whilst also using flush-finish shower
valves with concealed plumbing. “This enabled us to free up essential
floor space in the exceptionally narrow area,” he explains.

The large 2000 x 800mm mirror increases the sense of space,
whilst the frosted glass panel over the existing sash window creates
privacy, yet enables maximum light to enter the room.

On a practical level, all the plumbing, electrics and ducting are
concealed behind the mirror and are accessible via removal of the
mirror or by entering the lift void from another area in the house.

The client wanted ‘jewel-like’ colours and a design that felt clean
and refreshing; the Lustre Pearle mosaic tiles were chosen to bring
colour and energy into the room to create a decadent Moroccan
feel. As a finishing touch, the spotlights were added to provide an
injection of light that brings a burst of energy to the iridescent walls.
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r I ‘I I brief for this project was to convert a large walk-in
wardrobe area into a spacious en-suite bathroom that is

in keeping with the rest of the property. The client wish-list included
a shower area, double wash basin, WC, storage and effective lighting.

The main footprint for the bathroom was created by removing
the existing door to the room and the wall above, adding in a new
corridor to gain access to the master bedroom.

The bespoke vanity unit was made of natural oak to match the
re-used barn door. Mirror cabinets utilised the space behind the
boxing and recessed halogen spots were sunk into the oak beam to
help with the task of lighting. Additional lighting was hidden behind
the oaks and sunk into the tiled floor.

A single piece of bespoke glass divided the shower area; the glass
was cantilevered with a hidden floor fixing. The shower is equipped
with a fixed head thermostatic valve and separate handset.

To create the feeling of space and light, the corridor wall was
completed with a large bespoke piece of glass fitted in between the
oak beams, allowing the light to flow through. Light limestone and
tumbled travertine tiles were used throughout.

The result is a contemporary and functional space that retains
the charm of the building’s structure.
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
