Can Artificial Limbs Ever Look Realistic?
This is one of the most common queries that we receive. The answer is High Definition Silicone cosmetic covers.

This is where the prosthsis is covered by a special silicone cover during finishing to achieve the most lifelike finish
possible. It is possible to get these covers from some NHS centres,but they still remain quite rare. These covers
are made by hand, and allow an infinite range of skin tones, and enhancements such as freckles, moles and even
hairs. Some people have even had tattoos embedded in the cover!

As can be seen from the pictures these covers are extremely lifelike, but
there are some disadvantages. They add to the weight of the limb, they
can alter the performance of knees and ankles, they are expensive, and
they need to be well looked after.

We would expect one of these covers to last at least 18 months if well
cared for,but this can be less depending on lifestyle.

Harmony System

REHAB Prosthetics have recently completed the Harmony system
certification course,  allowing us to fit and supply the Harmony to
suitable clients.

The Harmony System, when used in conjunction with a TEC liner
and a suspension sleeve, generates an elevated vacuum within the
socket that helps to maintain stump volume. The vacuum can result
in less than 1% volume loss during the course of the day.

The benefits of vacuum have been demonstrated scientifically in a
number of papers and in addition to maintaining volume include
increased suspension and also helping to assist in wound healing. 

Also just out, is the new Harmony E-Pulse unit, which
allows more users to experience the benefit of the
Harmony system. 

This is an electronic pump that can be set to 4 different
levels of vacuum to suit each user and every circumstance.

Its low profile, non structural design allows for a wider
range of people to be fitted, and it is especially suitable for
trans femoral amputees.
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
