SEEKING ADVICE ON AN ANNULMENT?
Annulment is dealt with by way of preparing a declaration to the court that the marriage was not legally valid or had become legally invalid.
Under English Law, annulments may be granted for any of the following reasons:-

· If either party was already married at the time of the marriage.

· If either party didn’t or was unable to give valid consent to the marriage.

· If either of you are under 16 at the time of the wedding.

· If you weren’t a fully male/female couple.

· If you and your partner were related – this is complex and depends how you were related, so further advice will need to be taken.

· If your spouse had a communicable form of sexually transmitted disease when you got married.

· If your spouse was pregnant with someone else’s child and you didn’t know about it.

· If you didn’t conform with the proper legal requirements when the wedding took place – this involves completing the relevant information or forms.

The application to the court would be presented by way of an Annulity Petition and must be presented to the court using one of the above and within a reasonable time, and in many cases should be within three years of marriage.  In this regard there is no requirement to have been married for 12 months before you apply.
