· What knowledge will I gain? The programme will allow students to realise their own potential for improved knowledge in this area of work and who wish to have a greater understanding of working with survivors of rape and/or sexual violence.
· How will I learn? The way to learn from this home study programme is through managing a self learning process and structured way of reading. All the answers to the test questionnaires at the end of each module in the programme can be found in the accompanying literature, the design of this method of learning encourages the student to read all the enclosed information carefully in order to ensure that the answers can be found .
